K evin Tent, ACE, has been a somewhat professional film editor in 
Hollywood for nearly 30 years. He is best known for his longtime 

collaboration with director Alexander Payne.  Their first film together 
was on Payne’s Sundance hit Citizen Ruth, starring Laura Dern.  
Followed by the critical hit Election staring Reese Witherspoon (for 
which Tent earned his first American Cinema Editors nomination). 
Tent received his second ACE nomination for About Schmidt 
starring Jack Nicholson and his third for Sideways starring Thomas 
Haden Church and Paul Giamatti. In 2011 Tent was nominated for 
both an ACE Eddie Award and an Academy Award® for his editing 
on The Descendants, starring George Clooney. He won the Eddie 
for best dramatic film of 2011. He was also nominated for an ACE 
Eddie Award for his work on Nebraska and worked with Payne on 
Downsizing starring Matt Damon and Hong Chau. Their most recent 
collaboration has them teaming again with Paul Giamatti in the soon 
to be released The Holdovers (fall 2023).

After attending Los Angeles City College’s film school, Tent 
got his first break working for legendary B-movie producer Roger 
Corman, cutting classic films like Emmanuelle 5 and Not of This 
Earth. While continuing to hone his skills in the throes of B-movies, 
Tent tapped into the emerging US Independent film movement by 
cutting the underground hit Guncrazy directed by Tamra Davis.

Some of Tent’s other credits include Blow, the late Ted Demme’s 
drug epic staring Johnny Depp and Penelope Cruz; James Mangold’s 
Girl, Interrupted starring Winona Ryder and Angelina Jolie, (Jolie 
winning an Academy Award for her performance); Disconnect 
directed by Henry Alex Rubin; Welcome To Me starring Kristin Wiig 
and Parched a foreign language film (in Hindi) by Indian director 
Leena Yadav. More recently Tent was the editor on the crowd 
pleasing hit The Peanut Butter Falcon staring Shia LaBeouf and 
Zack Gottsagen. Tent has worked with director Barry Sonnenfeld on 
numerous projects; he has also worked with Nancy Meyers and on 
projects with Martin Scorsese.

In the fall of 2020 Tent was proud to have been elected President 
of American Cinema Editors and was re-elected for a second term in 
fall of 2022. In addition to his association with ACE, he is a member 
of the Motion Picture Editors Guild and the Academy of Motion 
Picture Arts and Sciences.

Shropshire’s success spans many forms and mediums, and 
always accumulates accolades from both the industry and critics alike.

One of Shropshire’s longtime collaborators is award-winning  
director/writer/producer Gina Prince-Bythewood, having worked with her 
closely since Bythewood’s classic debut, Love & Basketball. Shropshire 
most recently worked with Bythewood on The Woman King, for Sony’s 
Tristar Pictures.  The film opened in theaters at the top of the domestic 
box office, and with a rare A+ CinemaScore. The Woman King is  the 
remarkable story of the Agojie, the all-female unit of warriors who 
protected the African Kingdom of Dahomey in the 1800s with skills 
and a fierceness unlike anything the world has ever seen. Inspired by  
true events, The Woman King follows the emotionally epic journey 
of General Nanisca (Oscar®-winner Viola Davis) as she trains the next 
generation of recruits and readies them for battle against an enemy 
determined to destroy their way of life. The film stars Viola Davis, Thuso 
Mbedu, Lashana Lynch, Sheila Atim, Hero Fiennes Tiffin and John Boyega.  
Other collaborations include the influential features The Old Guard, 
Beyond the Lights and The Secret Life of Bees.

Shropshire’s storied career also includes a number of films with long-
time collaborator, Kasi Lemmons – the classic Southern drama Eve’s 
Bayou, along with The Caveman’s Valentine, Talk to Me and Black Nativity.

Other recent work includes Halle Berry’s fiery directorial debut 
Bruised, an exploration of the fierce world of women’s MMA. The film 
follows disgraced fighter Jackie Justice (Berry) as she grabs one last shot 
at redemption, years after a humiliating defeat, when the young son she 
left behind comes back into her life.

She has also contributed to TV projects such as the ABC limited 
series Women of the Movement, the HBO special Between the World and 
Me, Marvel’s Cloak & Dagger, the Fox limited series Shots Fired and ABC’s 
Quantico. Other notable work of Shropshire’s includes Miss Bala, Sparkle, 
Jumping the Broom, American Violet, Waist Deep, Diary of a Mad Black 
Woman, Biker Boyz and Cops and Robbers, a Peabody award-winning 
animated short on social justice.

Shropshire earned dual Bachelor of Arts degrees in Broadcast 
Journalism and Cinema at the University of Southern California.

Bobbie O’Steen is a New York-based writer and film 
historian, dedicated to sharing the editor’s invisible  

art. Educated at Stanford University and an Emmy-
nominated editor, she is the author of three acclaimed 
books. Cut to the Chase is  based on interviews with 
her late husband and colleague, legendary editor Sam 
O’Steen about his work on such films as The Graduate 
and Chinatown. The Invisible Cut deconstructs the 
editing process as well as classic movie scenes in a cut-
by-cut analysis.  Making the Cut at Pixar, co-authored by 
Bill Kinder, is the first book written about the animation 
editor and their pioneering role at every stage of 
production. A media-rich companion website also offers 
nearly 90 minutes of video segments showing works-in-
progress from inside Pixar’s vault. 

She hosts an ongoing live event series, “Inside the 
Cutting Room,” where she has interviewed over eighty 
editors. She will soon be moderating a new series for ACE 
called “Edited by Women,” focusing on women editors’ 
pivotal contributions to different eras in cinema history, 
starting with Hollywood’s Golden Age. 

Bobbie has taught at the American Film Institute, 
Emerson College, John Hopkins University, The New 
School, and NYU’s Tisch School of the Arts. She also 
provides commentary and discussion for The Criterion 
Collection releases of such iconic films as A Hard Day’s 
Night and Don’t Look Now and has written for numerous 
publications, including CinemaEditor Magazine, which 
named her “Film Editing’s Greatest Champion.”
